¢ | will intentionally make Kids in Motion a friendly place. As a Kids in Motion volunteer, it
is my responsibility to make everyone (kids, parents, volunteers, and leaders) feel honored
and welcome.

o If I have a concern, | will go to my leader and address my concerns and ask for help. | will
refrain from participation in gossip, murmuring, and complaining.

o | will faithfully attend all team meetings and training opportunities.

o | will faithfully serve without chronic absenteeism, tardiness or lack of preparation. | will
give a fourteen-day notice of my absence (except in the case of emergency), and | will
never fail to notify my leaders of my absence. | understand that chronic absenteeism,
tardiness, and refusal to attend meetings are grounds for release from Kids in Motion
Ministry.

o | will attend at least 3 Worship Experience/Movement Grow Groups a month in addition to
serving in my class.
